* Public money is that held by any Government Authority or Agency irrespective of where the money comes from. The easy reference to this is the Lottery fund which comes from you and I but is held and given out by a public agency for public benefit and therefore is classified as public.  Funds such as wind farm, coalfield, landfill tax and oil payments are held by public bodies and are therefore considered to be public.  If the funds were not held by a public agency but were given direct to projects from –say a Renewables company – then this would be private.
